Subject : Do we know a lot about fruit? – teaching Science through English
Material preparation : various fruit ( with many seeds/ one seed  : bananas, apples, plums,

 watermelons, peaches, cherries, strawberries, grapes ) , knives ( for cutting fruit), napkins, worksheets, plastic cups ( to sort seeds), sellotape; scissors;

Aims of the lesson :
· to name  new fruit and revise the ones they have already known ;

· to identify fruit that contain seeds/ one seed;

· to sort fruit by three attributes; 

Objectives : by the end of the lesson students  will be able to

· identify at least 5 fruit that contain seeds/ one seed;

· sort fruit by at least two attributes;

· identify at least two seeds by their look ( size, shape)

Procedure : 

Warm-up : 

The teacher prepares a table with  various fruit on it. The children gather around the table.

The teacher asks students to name all the fruit on the table ( revision ). The students say the names individually and chorally. Next the teacher asks students to pick up one fruit and try to say a few words about it, for example :  

This is an apple. It is red. It is round.
In this exercise Ss are supposed to revise the vocabulary connected with colours, shapes, sizes, that was introduced  during the previous lessons).

Introduction : 

The teacher introduces  three new fruit , puts them on the table and carefully pronounces  their names   grapes, cherries, watermelons.
The teacher asks students to repeat the names after him. The students repeat the names individually and chorally. The teacher shows the cards with the names of new fruit and puts them next to the fruit ( singular and plural forms).

The teacher introduces the main aim of the lesson - students will learn more about the inside of fruit. The teacher takes a plum, an apple and a banana and cuts them into halves and shows students the seeds or one seed. Then she explains the word seed and says that apples have many seeds / plums have only one seed / bananas have no seeds. Students repeat the words individually.

Experiment and observation : 

Before the experiment the  teacher reminds students to be very careful with knives.

The teacher divides students into four groups. Each group has various fruit and has to “open” them in order to check if they have one or more seeds. Students sort seeds according to the fruit they come from ( they use plastic cups for it). They compare the size,  the colour and the shape of the seeds. The teacher encourages students to compare the seeds and fruit : 
 Which seed is / seeds are the biggest?/  Which is / are the smallest? / Does apple/ grape/ plum have only one seed? Can you group the fruit according to the number of seeds they have? 

Students  exchange they opinions and the teacher helps them if necessary. Next, the teacher shows them some seeds and wants students to identify the fruit they come from. 

Application 

Students are asked to do perform the tasks from their worksheets ( App. 1). They have to stick three seeds ( Ss are free to choose  three  seeds) onto the worksheet, then draw a fruit from which they come and label them ( write the names of  fruit) . Children present their worksheets.

Conclusion / revision 

The teacher invites students to a game. Students are in groups of four again and now they are given four different fruit. She explains the rules of a game called “ Fruit dominos”. In the middle of the classroom the teacher puts an apple on the floor. Group number 1 has to add a fruit that shares  two  attributes with the apple – they can put a peach because an apple and a peach are round and they have seeds. Next,  group number 2 has to add some other fruit and so forth. The group that is the first to use all its fruit,  wins. At the end students can eat the fruit.

Homework : Students are asked to prepare a paper version of “ Fruit dominos” that will be used during the next meetings.

Emergency activities – Students can do an exercise on an extra worksheet. The task is to choose the right  features of the given fruit ( App. 2).
